Greetings to you all!  Since the arrival of Fr. 

Samuel, I have not communicated with you quite as 
often.  I wanted to let you all know of some of the 
things going on in the Vestry.  At our last meeting, the 
vestry approved a change to the bylaws reducing the 
size of the vestry from fifteen (15) members to nine (9) 
members.  This will take place over the next three 
years.  Beginning in 2021, the parish will elect three 
new vestry members to replace the five outgoing mem-
bers, and will do the same over the ensuing two years.  
Our next annual meeting will be in January, when we 
will elect new vestry members and approve a budget.  
Please consider whether you are being called to serve 
as a member of the vestry.  If you believe you are, 
please let Allison at the church office know. 

Just as surely as fall comes, so to does our stew-
ardship campaign.  Like all things this year, it will be 
different.  However, it is no less important.  The opera-
tion of the church requires resources.  Please prayerful-
ly consider your pledge to the church. 

Finally, believe it or not, the church year is com-
ing to an end.  We begin a new church year November 
29, the First Sunday of Advent!  Fr. Samuel and the 
vestry are already considering our options to preserve 
the many traditions we have at St. Lukeôs during this 
special time of year.   

As always, I thank each of you for all you do for 
St. Lukeôs.  The strength of the church is measured by 
the commitment of its members, and by that measure, 
St. Lukeôs is poised to do great things.

Scarlet Rope 

òWhat does Scarlet Rope do?ò ...Someone asked me this morning.  

I thought of Julanne driving to court cases and calling the womenôs mothers afterwards to tell 
them the outcomes.  
I thought of the staff driving someone to a doctorôs appointment.  
I thought of Melanie looking at the womenôs calendar and planning out the week for counsel-
ing, art therapy, chores, educational classes and working out. 
I thought of the women stepping into the office to talk about their medication, children visita-
tion rights, sleep problems, relationship issues with family, etc. 
I thought of Debbie teaching Bible study and speaking of Jesus and telling them how they are 
loved.  
I thought of advocates who ate dinner and sat on the couch and laughed hard and prayed hard 
with each woman.  
I thought of the hours spent in Dr Heltons office working through the darkness of a past 
theyôd rather forget.  
And I thought of the women who stayed and pushed through the pain and learned to cope and 
make a new life with a job and a place to live. And more importantly started giving back and 
loving those who were still hurting. 
And I thought of the survivor who walked around the house singing ñbreak every chain, 
break every chain,ò over and over because she couldnôt get that song we sing at church out of 
her head.  
And I thought of the women who left and went back out on the streets but they kept Julannes 
phone number memorized.  

What does Scarlet Rope do? We love women who have survived sex trafficking. Itôs not 
always tangible or measurable. But we see women change and heal and we have heard them 
say, ñthe staff at SRP told me they loved me as soon as I got here and I thought they were cra-
zy...ò it may be crazy but it was what weôve been called to do.
